VIDEO TRANSCRIPT  


As we are always going somewhere, the verb to go is is one of the most used verbs. 
Today we’ll unveil all the secrets of ANDARE, to go! 


The verb ANDARE, needless to say, is one of the most common verbs; it is used when 
we want to talk about movement from a point to another one, no matter if it’s on 
foot or by any means of transport.


ANDARE is irregular, meaning that it doesn’t follow the typical -ARE verbs ending 
pattern. 


Today we’re here to learn how to conjugate it in the most used Italian tenses: 
PRESENTE, FUTURO SEMPLICE, PASSATO PROSSIMO, IMPERFETTO, CONGIUNTIVO 
PRESENTE, CONDIZIONALE PRESENTE.


What’s more, we’ll learn also how to say WHERE we are going.


Feeling scared? There’s no need! ANDARE is one of your most powerful allies!
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PRESENTE


As you can see, the irregular forms are IO, TU, LUI.


Examples:


Andiamo al cinema?


Francesca va in montagna a sciare.


PASSATO PROSSIMO


The PASSATO PROSSIMO is a close friend of the English PRESENT PERFECT: it 
describes a completed action in the past which has a connection with the present, 
and it’s a compound tense, meaning that it needs an helping verb before the past 
participle. Compare:


I HAVE GONE —> IO SONO ANDATO


The difference is that the English helping verb is TO 
HAVE, while the verb ANDARE needs TO BE as a helping 
verb:


REMEMBER:


the past participle agrees with the subject in number 
(singular or plural) and in gender (masculine or 
feminine), therefore we have four forms: andato 
(masculine singular), andata (feminine singular), andati 
(masculine plural), andate (feminine plural).


LE RAGAZZE SONO ANDATE A PARIGI.


FRANCO E SERGIO SONO ANDATI AL LAVORO.


SEI ANDATA A SCUOLA QUESTA MATTINA?


IO SONO ANDATO IN PISCINA.
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IO VADO

IMPERFETTO


The imperfetto is used mainly to describe recurring 
actions in the past, and to describe what happened while 
another action was in progress.


Examples:


Quando ero piccola andavo al mare con gli zii.


Mentre preparavo la cena, lei guardava la televisione.


FUTURO


In everyday Italian we tend to use the present to talk 
about a future action, anyway the futuro semplice is used 
in standard Italian, so it’s a good idea to memorise it.


IL MESE PROSSIMO ANDREMO IN FINLANDIA


DOMANI ANDREMO ALLA PARTITA


The futuro semplice is also used to express assumptions, 
to talk about expectations or to indicate uncertainty.


PENSI CHE IL MIO ARTICOLO PIACERÀ AL DIRETTORE? MA SÌ, VEDRAI CHE ANDRÀ 
BENE.


CONGIUNTIVO PRESENTE


The subjunctive mood is used to convey doubts, 
opinions, wishes, and hypotheses. Here we’ll see the 
subjunctive present:


SPERO CHE TUTTO VADA BENE


IMMAGINO CHE VOI ANDIATE SUBITO A CASA


CREDO CHE VADANO AL MARE
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IO ANDAVO


TU ANDAVI


LUI/LEI ANDAVA


NOI ANDAVAMO 


VOI ANDAVATE 


LORO ANDAVANO

IO ANDRÒ 


TU ANDRAI 


LUI/LEI ANDRÀ 


NOI ANDREMO


VOI ANDRETE


ESSI ANDRANNO

(CHE) IO VADA


(CHE) TU VADA 


(CHE) LUI/LEI VADA


(CHE) NOI ANDIAMO


(CHE) VOI ANDIATE


(CHE) LORO VADANO



CONDIZIONALE PRESENTE 


The conditional is used to talk about things that would happen or would be true 
under certain conditions. Example:  Ti ascolterei se avessi tempo. (I would listen to 
you if I had time)


It is also used in requests and offers: Mi faresti un piacere?


Here is the CONDIZIONALE PRESENTE of ANDARE:


ANDRESTI A PRENDERMI UN CAFFÈ?


ANDREMMO A PRENDERLA, SE SAPESSI DOVE SI TROVA


DOVE ANDIAMO?


Now, we need to see the places we can go, here is a list of the most common, please 
make sure to memorise them with the correct preposition:

Finally, a few idiomatic expressions with ANDARE:


ANDARE A MALE: Non mangiare quel formaggio, è andato a male!


ANDARE A FUOCO: La vecchia casa è andata a fuoco.


ANDARE A RUBA: Quel libro va a ruba!


ANDARE IN ONDA: Va ora in onda il telegiornale 


ANDARE A GONFIE VELE: La sua attività va a gonfie vele


ANDARE PAZZO per qualcosa: Luisa va pazza per la cioccolata
